An important initiative for Trout Unlimited over the past
several weeks has been to protect land in the North Mills area
in Southwest North Carolina. You can find out more
information at this website: http://www.tu.org/northmills.

Thanks to support from NC Trout Unlimited the necessary
$30,000 required to complete the conservation easement
purchase by August 30" has been pledged. Our NC TU state
council matched donations made by the Chapters, up to a total
of $10,000. BRTU members supported this conservation
project through our NCTU contribution.
